Propitiation means that which satisfies a Holy God

I John 4:10
 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the
propitiation for our sins. (NKJV)

 Hebrews 2:17
 Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His brethren, that He might be a merciful
and faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of
the people. (NKJV)

The Father was satisfied with the blood of Christ

of Christ by raising Christ from the dead

The Father had the stone rolled from the tomb to show that Christ is Risen

Luke 24:2-7

publicly and from house to house,  "testifying to Jews, and also to Greeks, repentance
toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ. (NKJV)

Understanding Saving Faith

Saving Faith is believing that Christ died for your sins, believing that God raised Christ
from the dead and choosing to depend on Christ’s payment for your sin and not your
own efforts to be right with God.  In includes three parts:

1. A firm persuasion based on hearing that what God has said about Christ and His
death and resurrection are true. - I Corinthians 15:3-6

For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins
according to the Scriptures,  and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third
day according to the Scriptures,  and that He was seen by Cephas, then by the twelve.
After that He was seen by over five hundred brethren at once, of whom the greater part
remain to the present, but some have fallen asleep. (NKJV)

2. A personal surrender to Him. - John 1:12

But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to
those who believe in His name: (NKJV)

3. A new walk produced by such a surrender. - II Corinthians 5:7

For we walk by faith, not by sight. (NKJV)

'I fast
twice a week; I give tithes of all that I possess.'  "And the tax collector, standing afar
off, would not so much as raise his eyes to heaven, but beat his breast, saying, 'God,
be merciful to me a sinner!'  "I tell you, this man went down to his house justified
rather than the other; for everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he who
humbles himself will be exalted." (NKJV)
